“Changeable ” (variable)

It is forecast to be a generally changeable week with low
pressure in the Atlantic producing west or south-westerly
winds which will bring rain to many areas, especially at the
beginning and the end of the week.

During the middle of the week there will be a colder spell
with night-time frosts returning.

Temperatures this week will start off slightly above
average with many places seeing double figures but those
values are unlikely to be seen again this week. Monday is
forecast to be around 10°C in Aberdeen and 11°C in
Plymouth.

Temperatures will slip back down to below average values
for the middle and latter part of the week. On Thursday for
example, it is predicted to be 5°C in Glasgow and just 6°C in
London.

Most places will see some rain this week, some of it heavy
at times but rainfall amounts are not expected to exceed the
seasonal average.

There will be drier and brighter spells this week but
England and Wales will probably not see as much sunshine,
while Scotland and Northern Ireland will probably experience
a little bit more than the seasonal average.
